Would an emergency response crew be able to find
your house in the dark OR even in the daylight?

Emergency agencies, such as police, ambulance,
or fire departments, are often delayed because
they cannot see house numbers. Make sure your
house number is easy to see!

House numbers should be at least four inches high

and located near the front entrance. The color of

the numbers should contrast with the color of your
home; with light numbers on dark backgrounds and dark
numbers on light backgrounds.

You also need to make sure the numbers can be seen
at night; even when the outdoor lights are turned off.
This can be done by using luminous or reflective
materials.

As of July 1, all home
improvement contractors are required to be registered
with the Attorney Generals Office and their registration
number must be on all corresponding documents. Do not
agree to pay for services before the work is completed! If
someone comes to your door asking for assistance, or to
use the phone, offer to make the call for them; do not
allow a stranger into your home. If you have any
concerns about a particular solicitation, please notify the
Police Department at 717-939-9867.

We, as Americans spend most of our time at home
assuming nothing can harm us. Something usually
happens when we start taking this security for granted.
When was the last time you checked your electrical
outlets? You might just find some overloaded circuits
waiting to start a fire. Do not disable a smoke alarm; it will
not save your i fe, i f it
preventable, but if a fire starts - call 911 immediately!
Design a fire escape plan and practice it on a regular
basis. Keep a listing of emergency numbers near the
telephone. Protect your family!

Walking At Night

Thousands of people are injured or die every
year as a result of collisions between
pedestrians and automobiles. In the past it
was thought wearing white or light color
clothing made pedestrians safely visible at
night. Recent studies show this is not the
case. Drivers approaching pedestrians
wearing white will have to be within 180 feet
to be able to see them. Tests show under
road conditions, a driver travelling 30 mph

needs 160 feet to stop. Add darkness, snow, rain, or
even oncoming headlights, then the time needed to react
increases significantly. Pedestrians can greatly improve
their visibility by wearing clothing with reflective strips.

Cooking is the #1 cause of home fires, while kitchens are the leading area of origin for home structure fires and injuries.
Smoking materials are the leading cause of fire deaths in the United States. One out of four victims of fatal smoking
related fires is not the smoker whose cigarette started the fire. AImost two-thirds of reported home fire deaths resulted
from fires in homes with none or non-working smoke alarms.

Get out and stay out! NEVER go back in a burning
building!

Test doors before opening them. Touch the door,
the doorknob, and the crack between the door and
its frame, with the back of your hand. If the door is
warm, use another escape route. If it is completely
cool, put your shoulder against the door and open
it sl owl y. Be prepared
smoke or flame on the other side.

Crawl low under the smoke. Heat rises carrying
the smoke with it. Air will be cooler and cleaner
near the floor during a fire. If you must exit through
smoke, crawl on your hands and knees and keep
your head 12 to 24 inches above the floor.

Wear short or close fitting sleeves when cooking
on the stovetop

Make sure you and your family have a home
escape plan and practice it often

Smoke detectors are a convenient way to protect
you and your family. It is worth installing them to
save the lives of your family and loved ones! Each
floor in your home should have a smoke detector,
EVEN in the basement.

Avoid drafty places and place them in each bed-
room and one in the immediate area of each bed-
room

Follow all of the manufacturers instructions for
installation and change the batteries often by
setting up a schedule for battery replacement. One
good way of remembering to change the batteries
is to change them when you change your clocks for
daylight savings time. When you hear a small
chirping noise, it is telling you the batteries are low,
and need to be replaced.

Keep your smoke detector clean. Dust & dirt can
cause your smoke detector to malfunction.

Did you know candle fires account for an estimated
5% of all reported home fires?

Make sure you test your smoke
detectors to be sure they work!

Carbon Monoxide Safety Tips

Often called the silent killer, carbon monoxide is an
invisible, odorless, colorless gas created when fuels
(such as gasoline, wood, coal, natural gas, propane, oil,
and methane) burn incompletely. In the home, heating
and cooking equipment that burn fuel are potential
sources of carbon monoxide. Vehicles or generators
runginga im an tttacked ugarage fcan takse rpreduee
dangerous levels of carbon monoxide.

CO alarms should be installed in a central location
outside each sleeping area and on every level of
your home

Test CO alarms at least once a month

If the CO alarm sounds, immediately move to a fresh
air location outdoors. Make sure everyone inside the
home is accounted for. Call for help from a fresh air
location and stay there until emergency personnel
respond

If you need to warm a vehicle, remove it from your
garage immediately after starting it. Do not run a
vehicle or other fueled engine or motor indoors, even
if garage doors are open.

Make sure the exhaust pipe of a running vehicle is
not covered with snow

During and after a snowstorm, make sure vents for
the dryer, furnace, stove, and fireplace are clear of
snow build-up

A generator should be used in a well ventilated
location outdoors away from windows, doors, and
vent openings

Gas or charcoal grills can produce CO - only use
them outside

Smoke Detectors and
Carbon Monoxide Detectors
are two of the easiest ways to protect
your family. They are worth installing
to save the lives of your family!

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2009 Fall Leaf Collection

Curbside leaf collection will begin around the week of October 19th, when the grass in the parks is done growing and no
longer needs mowing and will continue until the first forecasted snowfall when the trucks must be mounted with salt
spreaders and plows. Leaf collection will be conducted according to the schedule shown above.

Please have your un-bagged leaves (NO STICKS, BRUSH, GARBAGE, OR GRASS CLIPPINGS - THEY CLOG THE
LEAF VACUUM!) curbside the morning of your scheduled day. Tuesdays have been left open as a make-up day for
holidays, rain, equipment breakdowns, employee iliness, etc.

If your leaf piles were not picked up on the scheduled day, do not call the office. The Highway Department will
do their best to adhere to the provided schedule.

Please keep in mind that the main purpose of curbside leaf collection is to keep leaves out of the streets, gutters, and
storm sewers where they cause flooding and other problems. Collecting every leaf from every tree is not the intent of
the program, plus...your mower does a great job of chopping up the leaves and returning valuable nutrients back into
the soil. The Borough also provides a compost facility where residents can drop off their unwanted leaves.
