Compost Facility 
The compost facility, located on Aviation Way, is 
open to non-commercial residents of Highspire.  You 
can drop off tree branches & leaves & pick up mulch 
for your flower beds & gardens.  The facility is open 
Mon-Fri 7:00am-3:00pm. On Saturday and Sundays 
residents may need to contact the Sewer Plant at 
717-939-6204 between 7:00am-12:00pm if the gates 
are not opened. 

Recycling 
Curbside recycling is a good way to help keep our 
environment clean.  Items accepted, through the  
Borough‟s curbside recycling program, help to     
reduce the amount of reusable items which fill our 
landfills each year. Since Highspire Borough 
adopted a curbside recycling program in April 2008, 
the residents together have recycled OVER 175 
TONS of material. That breaks down to almost 1 ton 
per person recycled within the last year.  Residents 
who are in need of a recycling container should  
contact the Borough Office at 717-939-3303.  

Swimming Pools 
All swimming pools over 24” deep are 
regulated by the State Uniform     
Construction Code. These regulations 
pertain to any pool, portable, storable, 
inflatable or permanent. 

Placement of any pool that can 
hold 24” or more of water must have a 
permit before being installed 

Any above ground pool 48” high 
with rigid sides does not need a fence; however, 
all steps or ladders must be capable of being 
secured, locked or removed. 
Any above ground pool 24” to 47” high must 
have a UCC standard fence of at least 48” high 
around the pool. 
Any in ground pool 24” or more must have a 
UCC standard fence of at least 48” high around 
the pool. 
All inflatable pools are regulated the same as all 
other pools by the UCC 

Please contact the Borough Office prior to the     
purchase of any pool, to make sure you are         
incompliance with these new regulations.

Dauphin County residents can now recycle their 
electronics for free, all year round.  Residents are 
limited to 5 items per month and they will be asked 
to show proof of identification. Business and       non
-residents will incur a nominal fee to  dispose of un-
wanted items. The following list of electronics will be 
accepted: 
 

Answering Machines, Cellular 
Phones, Central Processing Units, 
Compact Disk Players, Computer 
Peripherals, Copiers, Mainframe 
Servers,         Microwave Ovens, 
Adding Machines, Calculators,   
Monitors, Pagers,    Printers, Radios, 
Stereos, Telephones, Televisions, and Typewriters. 
Compact         Fluorescent Light Bulbs and Printer 
Cartridges will also be accepted.  
 

The recycling center will also shred confidential   
papers for a fee. 
 

Certificates of destruction will be provided onsite or 
they can be mailed.

Anyone wishing to get a copy of the Recyclable 
Items Accepted and 2009 Fee Schedule should stop 
by the Highspire Borough Office to pick up a copy. 

The Borough would like to remind all property    
owners that trees located in the Borough right of 
way or along  Borough streets, must comply with the 
Borough‟s Minimum Tree Clearance Ordinance. 
This ordinance requires that all trees located along     
Borough streets be kept trimmed to a height 
of 14 feet above street level and 8 feet 
above all sidewalks.  The responsibility 
for such trimming lies with the property 
owner. Homeowners are responsible for      
maintaining the clear-sight triangle, which 
is an area of unobstructed vision at street          
intersections. Within the clear-sight triangle   
nothing is to be erected, placed, planted, or allowed 
to grow in such a manner as to limit or obstruct the 
sight distance of motorists entering or leaving the 
intersection. Also, with the summer weather comes 
grass mowing season. The Borough‟s grass        

Trees, Grass, Weeds & Bushes 

Permits 
Permits are required to repair, construct, enlarge, 
alter, or demolish a building or structure; or change 
the use/occupancy of a building or structure; or to 
install or alter any plumbing, electrical or mechanical 
equipment or systems.  The intent of the Borough‟s 
Building Codes and Zoning Laws is to insure public 
safety, health and welfare.  An application for a   
permit is to be filed with the Code Enforcement    
Officer and no work shall commence until a permit is 
issued.
